LANSING, Mich. — Thirty-one Michigan-based construction industry leaders including 
Granger Construction and The Christman Company in Lansing, Walbridge in Detroit 
and Miller-Davis Company in Kalamazoo were acknowledged by the Associated 
General Contractors (AGC) of America with the National AGC Safety Awards (NASA), 
an ongoing effort to use peer safety records to assess performance.

Additionally, the information can 
be used to assist in determining if additional accident prevention and loss-control 
measures are necessary.
